The Secretary of State for the Environment, Transport and the Regions, in exercise of the
power conferred by paragraph 8(5) of Schedule 2 to the Regional Development Agencies Act
1998, hereby malkes the following Dispensation:

1. This Dispensation may be cited as the Regional Development Agencies (Members
Interests) Dispensation 1099 and shall have effect in relation to meetings of a regional
development agency, and of any of iis committees or sub-committees, held on or after 1st
Aprl 1999,

2. A member of a regional development agency who would, but for this Dispensation, be
disabled from taking part in any deliberation or decision of that agency, or any committee or
sub-committes of the agency, with-respect 1o a matter specified or described in‘cdlumn {1) of
the Schedule to this Dispensation, by virtue of paragraph 8(1) of Schedule 2 to the Reglonal
Development Agencies Act 1999 -

(a) shall not be disabled from taking part in any such deliberation or decision so

long as -

6] his interest is that specified or described in column (2) in relation to

that matter; and

(i)  he is satisfied that, by taking part in any such deliberation or decision,
he could not reasonably be regarded as likely to further any disabling

interest of his, and
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(b)  shall not be disabled from taking part in any such deliberation so long as -

&) the decision in respect of that matter involves neither the making of a
choice, nor the expression of a preference, between two or more

competing interests of which his is one; and

()" beis satisfied that, by taking part in any such deliberation, he could not
reasonably be regarded as likely to further any disabling interest of his.
